They include managerial or teaching positions, salon ownership, specialised post-graduate work or a career as a 
representative for professional beauty therapy companies.  The course will cover all the content from the Certificate IV in 
Beauty Therapy with the exception of WRR - CA1B, ER2B, 11B & LP2B, however additional studies in advanced facials, spa and 
body treatments, electrical equipment and business management are also included.
